FORMAT

This event is a two-day 36-hole stroke play competition. After play on Monday, October 14", the field will be
cut to the low 40 scores plus ties and anyone within 5 strokes of the low score. Players who make this cut will
then play 18 holes on Tuesday, October 15™". The MGA Mid-Amateur Champion will be the lowest score over
36 holes. If necessary to determine the champion, there will be a sudden death playoff which will begin
immediately at the conclusion of regular play.

GENERAL

e The Golf Shop and Practice Range will open at 6:45 a.m. Range Balls will be provided courtesy of
Manasquan River. (200 yard maximum)

e The Locker Room will open at 6:45 a.m. Players are encouraged to change their golf shoes in the Locker
Room. Please do not change your golf shoes in the parking lot.

o The use of cellular phones is permitted only in the Locker Room, scoring area, and Parking Lot.

¢ The MGA would appreciate the cooperation of players in reporting their scores via the MGA scoring app
throughout the round.

REGISTRATION AND START OF PLAY

¢ Upon arrival, please check-in at the Registration Tent. Contestants are to report to their assigned starting
tees, ready to play, 10 minutes before their scheduled starting times. Caddie arrangements should be
completed before players report.

¢ If you plan on bringing your own caddie, he or she will be required to wear an MGA caddie bib during
the Mid-Amateur Championship. The caddie bibs will be distributed at the starting tee.

DRESS

Players must be neat in appearance with respect to clothing and personal grooming. Players and caddies must
wear collared shirts. Wearing of jeans, cargo shorts, and cargo pants is prohibited. The Committee in charge
decides whether this requirement has been met and has authority to withdraw the entry of a player who does
not comply.

CADDIES

¢ Manasquan River Golf Club has a limited supply of caddies. Players must contact Austin Devereux,
Director of Outside Operations, at 732-908-0313 to reserve a club caddie on a first come first serve
basis. The club caddie fee for the MGA Mid-Am Championship is $120.00 (including tip) per round.

e Players may bring their own caddie.

e Players may carry their own bag.

o Players are not permitted to use motorized golf carts.

o Players are NOT permitted to use pull carts.

Please Note: All caddies will be provided MGA Caddie bibs at the starting tee.

Room. All players should plan to pay for guest lunches (cash only).
o All players who make the cut are invited to the awards ceremony beginning at 1:00 p.m.

e Distance Measuring Devices are permitted.

o The Condition of Competition (“Groove Rule”) will be in effect.

e The “One Ball Rule” will NOT be in effect.

PACE OF PLAY

It is a condition of the competition that “the Player shall play without undue delay and in accordance with any
pace of play (POP) guidelines that the Committee may establish” and with the prescribed penalties for slow
play. The MGA will be closely monitoring the POP at all MGA competitions. Chronic slow play takes away
much of the enjoyment of the game of golf and we ask that you please be conscious of your pace. We
appreciate your cooperation with the MGA Pace of Play Policy.
